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We visited the Kingdom of Tonga (Tonga) to join the program of the South Pacific
Medical Team (SPMT) in August 2016. In Tonga, we assisted the activities of the
tooth brushing instruction for the school children at kindergartens and primary
schools and to hold the study meeting for high school students. We also had a
relationship with the disabled at their schools and carried out the poster
presentation about the importance of the medical examination and the tooth
brushing there. We learned the relationship between dental caries and lifestyle
disease and the importance of the establishment of the accurate knowledge and
the technique in this activities. In this report, we introduce the SPMT program

and consider the role of dental student in the international medical contribution.
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
